Week One – Prepare 
MONDAY 



READ the Bible story together with your family. Look it up in the Bible!
John the Baptist lived alone out in the desert until he began preaching. He wore clothes made out of camel’s hair and he ate locusts and wild honey. When he started preaching, he told people to turn away from their sin because the kingdom of heaven was near. People came from all over to see and listen to John. Those who were sorry for their sins confessed them and he baptized them in the Jordan River. He explained to the crowd that he only baptized with water, but someday One was coming who was more powerful than him. He was talking about Jesus. John was preparing the way for Jesus to come and save them. He wanted the people to prepare their hearts to receive the things that Jesus would tell them.  (Source: Matthew 3:1-12)

TUESDAY 

REFLECT as a family on the lesson taught last weekend by referring to your child’s weekend service handout. Some examples are memorizing a Bible verse, reading daily from Psalms, listening to a worship CD or praying together each night before bedtime.
