What’s Bugging You?

Week Two – Why Am I Here?
MONDAY 

READ the Bible story together with your family. Look it up in the Bible!
God made the earth, space, stars, water, wind, even time, out of nothing—all He had to do was speak and it happened! After everything He made, God said that it was good. It was all exactly how He planned it, day by day. Day One: God created light and made day and night. Day Two: God created sky and air. Day Three: God created land, sea, grass, plants and trees. Day Four: God created the sun, moon and stars. Day Five: God created birds and fish. Day Six: God created animals, insects, reptiles and people. Day Seven: God rested.  God’s creation plan was perfect.  Every detail of his creation, including how he made all the insects so unique, was planned.  If God cares that much about bugs, think about how much he must care about us! (Source Genesis 1)

TUESDAY
REFLECT as a family on the lesson taught last weekend by referring to your child’s weekend service handout. Here is an example of one of the ideas mentioned:  Ask one of your parents about something they’ve done that they knew was part of God’s plan or purpose for their life.

WEDNESDAY 

REQUEST a time for your family to meet together for a family prayer. Give your children an opportunity to tell you some of their prayer requests. Take time for anyone who wants to pray silently or aloud. Here is a sample prayer.

Dear Jesus, We know that you created us for a purpose!  We want to better understand our purpose, not only individually, but as a family.  Help us to be thankful for the unique ways you have created us and to encourage each other in our strengths!  Amen
THURSDAY

REMEMBER the weekly Bible verse and take turns reciting it to each family member. 
FRIDAY

RESPOND to what you have learned as a family this week by taking an action step! Here is an example of something you can do as a family to reinforce the Bible theme for this week:   Plan a trip to the zoo! Pay special attention to the way God created all the animals so differently!
